Dear Year 3 – 6 Parents/Guardians
You will be aware that this year we have revised our approach to the Challenge programme. 

When we reviewed the effectiveness of the programme we offered last year, it became apparent that a significant number of students missed opportunities to participate in the activities offered and therefore, we felt it necessary to re-structure the programme. 

We have utilized Friday afternoons (Periods 7 & 8) as the Secondary students are released early and the Primary has access to more facilities. In order to provide the most effective structure the students have been divided into two groups, Years 3/4 and Years 5/6 (refer to the College Website for programme details). The feedback we have received so far from the students has been positive and encouraging. Please note: To cover the cost of ESL coaches and the purchase and maintenance of equipment required for the programme, we will be debiting HKD 90.00 from E Payment accounts for all Year 3 – 6 students. 

The rationale for change was based upon following factors: 

1. Build into the context of the timetable a ‘sports block’ so that the students had the opportunity to:

- engage in a wider range of sports and in doing so, provide them with a greater balance of sports across the year; 

- develop greater student responsibility for choosing the sports they were keen to undertake;

- experience more structured team games whilst building a skills continuum at each Year level;

- broaden self-discipline and social skills in a sports context.

2. Develop a strong sports programme using both RCHK staff and ESL coaching expertise. In the near future we will be surveying parents to ascertain the level of interest, expertise and time parents may have to assist with the programme.

3. Use the sports block as the initial focus to enhance the House system in the Primary school.

4. Actively involve Secondary CAS students in the programme.

5.Embed, where possible, Challenge activities that had a clear curricular focus into Year level programmes. 

6. Further develop an ‘Extra Curricular’ (after-school) programme using external providers.
